      COME RIDE WITH US IN THE BEAUTIFUL BIG HORN BASIN!

If you want to get that horse tuned up and ready for the new season, come ride the Bridger Trail 25/50 on April 30th at Otto, Wyoming.  The trail has excellent footing and runs on two –track roads and trails with no rocks.  There are very few elevation changes.  This is a great ride for getting that soft horse in shape or for topping one off.  The ride is run in 3 loops with all vet checks at the ride site.   Water is provided to riders and horses on the trail.   Veterinarian is Allen Gotfredson.

  The  Red Hills 25/50 is on May 7 at Wardell Reservoir 4 miles from Otto, Wyoming.  The trail has excellent footing and no rocks.   It is relatively flat.  The food is great and the camaraderie is even better.  The ride is run in three loops with all vet checks returning to the ride site.   The Red Hills is an excellent first ride for horse and rider or a test for the experienced horse, depending on how fast you ride.   Veterinarian is Lyle Bischoff
The Wyoming Pioneer Ride site will be at the beautiful Big Horn County Fairgrounds in Basin, Wyoming.  This ride site has all the amenities, including showers and corrals for horses.  The dates are May 27, 28 & 29.  Start, finish and all vet checks will be at the fairgrounds.   There will be a dinner the evening before each ride and a lunch the day of the ride.  Awards will be given out at the banquet following each day’s ride.  Hay will be available for purchase at the ride site.  People and horse water will be provided on the trail with tanks every 5 to 7 miles.  The trail is beautiful badlands with excellent footing and very few rocks.  There are no extreme elevation changes.  Ride veterinarians are Irina Weese and Allen Gotfredson.        
The Dorsey Creek 25/50 will be held on June 18 at the Wardell Reservoir, 4 miles South of Otto, Big Horn County.   The trail will duplicate some of the Red Hills route with some changes.  Again, all vet checks, start and finish will be at the ride site.  Veterinarian is Allen Gotfredson.  

The Big Horn 25/50/100 will start on July 16 at 4:00 A.M. at Shell, Wyoming.   Head Vet is Lyle Bischoff assisted by Allen Gotfredson, Irina Weese and Gretchen Saam.  The trail consists of one point-to-point 100 mile loop, returning to the ride site which is held at Mel Picht’s outside of Shell.  The trail is mountain terrain with extreme elevation changes.  It travels through forest, well traveled roads and narrow trails.  Shoes are recommended.  Live water is abundant along the trail with tanks at each vet check.  This is a beautiful and do-able ride as was apparent in 2008 when 27 of 28 riders successfully completed the course.  The 50 and 100 miles distances will be separate this year.  The 50’s will start in the daylight and travel the trail in reverse of the 100’s.  Finish will be at the Antelope Butte Ski Area on top of the Big Horn Mountains.  Come early and ride the trail and stay after the ride is over to enjoy our beautiful country.          

The Antelope Butte Ski Area on the Big Horn Mountains is the ride site for the Antelope Butte 25/50 August 6..  All vet checks are at the Ski Area.  The trail is mountain trail and shoes are recommended.  Lyle Bischoff is the veterinarian.
We are adding a 2 day 100 to our calendar this year on September 9 & 10.  You can ride the Elk Creek Ride  25/50 each day or the 100 in two days.   The trail is flat badlands with great footing and some rocks.  The ride site is at the Big Horn County Fairgrounds in Basin which has everything you need for a great ride.  Veterinarian is Allen Gotfredson       

The pre-ride vet checks for all the rides will begin at 5:30 P.M. the evening before each ride followed by the barbeque at 7:00 with the exception of the Big Horn.  Check in for the 100 will begin at 4:00.             DIRECTIONS TO RIDE SITES
FROM MONTANA:  HWY 310 from Laurel to Lovell and turn RIGHT on HWY 32 before entering town and before the sugar factory.  The Save Way Gas Station will be on your left.  Stay on 32 for 26 miles until you come to a stop sign.  Turn RIGHT to go to Otto and Basin; turn LEFT to go to Greybull and Shell.  For Otto and Basin, go ½ mile and turn LEFT toward Burlington on Hwy 30.  Go 14 miles to Otto. Turn RIGHT on Road 16 (paved) and go 2 miles.  You will follow the Wardell/Harrington signs.   When the paved road turns right, go straight onto the gravel road and continue to the Reservoir.  Watch for signs.    For Basin, go through Otto (don’t blink or you will miss it) 12 miles to Basin.   Turn RIGHT at the Stop sign and go ¾ mile to the Fairgrounds on your left.  Turn LEFT into the fairgrounds before the grandstand or continue past the grandstand and turn LEFT for the camping area with hookups. 
GREYBULL/ SHELL;   Stay on HWY 20 until you reach Greybull.  Go to the stop light and turn LEFT on Hwy 14.  Go 13.6 miles then turn LEFT off the HWY at the large Big Horn 100 sign on Road 39.  Follow the gravel road 2 miles to the ride site.  

FROM COLORADO AND SOUTHERN WYOMING; Go to Basin on US 20.  The Fairgrounds are on your RIGHT as you come into town.  You will see the large grandstand.  Turn RIGHT before the grandstand to go to the camping area or turn RIGHT just past the grandstands and follow the road to the camping area.

SHELL:  Go through Basin to Greybull.  Turn RIGHT at the stop light onto Hwy 14.  Go 13.6 miles to the Big Horn 100 sign on Road 39.  Turn LEFT and follow the gravel road for 2 miles to the ride site.  

FOR OTTO; Go to the Post Office and turn LEFT on HWY 30.   Go for 12 miles to Otto.  Turn LEFT onto Road 16 (follow the Wardell/Harrington signs).  Go 2 miles on the paved road and go straight when the paved road turns right.  Continue on to the ride site 3 miles.  Follow the signs and flags.

FROM SHERIDAN;  Shell:  Big Horn 100 site is 3880 Lane 31.  Go through Shell and continue 2 miles on HWY 14.  Watch for the Big Horn 100 sign on your right.  Turn RIGHT and follow the gravel road 2 miles to the ride site.  

ANTELOPE BUTTE:  The Ski area is on top of the Big Horn Mountains.  Watch for the ANTELOPE BUTTE SKI AREA on your right.  Turn LEFT and go to the lodge or surrounding area for camping.
Basin:  Continue down the mountain to Greybull and turn LEFT at the stop light.  Follow US 20 to Basin.  The Fairgrounds are through town to the Southern edge on your LEFT.  Watch for the grandstand.   You can turn before the grandstand or after to get to the camping area.  

Otto:  Turn RIGHT onto HWY 30 just past the post office in Basin and go 12 miles to Otto.  Turn LEFT on Road 16 (Wardell/Harrington signs) and go for 2 miles on the paved road then straight when the paved road turns right.  Ride site is 3 miles on the gravel road.  
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
